FEAST OF CHRIST THE KING 

November 25, 2018 

     SOLEMNITY OF OUR LORD JESUS CHRIST KING 

OF THE UNIVERSE 

Normally when we hear this selection from Johnôs Gospel 

itôs on Good Friday in the lengthy account of the Passion of 

Our Lord.  When just these few verses are excerpted---

featuring Pilateôs initial questioning of Jesus---we really get 

a sense of how obsessed Pilate is with the possibility that 

Jesus is a king.  It is a tendency among political leaders, 

no matter the size of their ñkingdom,ò to put their highest 

priority on retaining their power.  Jesus was said to be a 

king and so Pilate saw him as a potential threat to his 

power.  But Pilate misunderstood.  As Jesus tells Pilate, he 

did not come to fight the political establishment.  He did not 

come to seize power.  He came instead to testify to the 

truth.  This is what distinguishes Godôs kingdom from any 

kingdom of this world.  It is not obsessed with power.  It 

does not need to be.  ñHis dominion is an everlasting 

dominion, ñwe hear in the first reading (Daniel 7:14). ñI am 

the Alpha and the Omega,ò the beginning and the end and 

everything in between (Revelation 1:8).  Every kingdom of 

this world is temporary; Godôs kingdom is eternal. 

How can you build Godôs kingdom without grasping 
for power over others?
