FEAST OF THE HOLY FAMILY  

Twelve is an awkward age.   An adolescent feels grown up 

in some ways, but is still immature in many others.  The 

Gospel today offers a glimpse into Jesusô life at this age.  

As a devout Jewish family, Joseph and Mary make their 

annual pilgrimage to the temple in Jerusalem.  Jesus 

obediently accompanies them.  But in the temple, in his 

ñFatherôs house,ò he is sidetracked.  He stays behind to 

engage with the teachers and priests.  When his parents 

finally find him, Mary tells him how worried they were and 

asks why he stayed behind.  Jesus explains why he stayed 

in the temple all along.  Though they do not understand his 

response, Mary and Joseph do not criticize or punish their 

son.  Though he likely wanted to continue to debate with 

the scholars in his Fatherôs house, Jesus chose to obey 

and return with them to Nazareth.  The family is able to 

resolve this awkward and potentially disagreeable situation 

by respecting each other and showing each other care and 

concern.  To use Saint Paulôs words, they have put on 

ñheartfelt compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness, and 

patience, bearing with one another and forgiving one 

anotherò (Colossians 3:12-13).  They have ñput on love, 

that is, the bond of perfectionò (3:14).

RITE OF ACCEPTANCE:  

St. Joseph/St. Raphael parish will celebrate the Rite of 
Acceptance on Sunday, January 6

th
 at the 10:30 Mass at 

St. Joseph.  This is the liturgical rite welcoming our RCIA 
participants into our faith community.  It marks the 
beginning of the Catechumenate proper for those desiring 
to receive the sacraments of initiation (Baptism, 
Confirmation, and Eucharist), and through this rite, the 
Church accepts their intention to respond to Godôs call to 
follow the way of Christ.  They will then be formally called 
Catechumens.  Also, at this time, those already baptized 
who wish to be received into full communion in the Church 
will be formally welcomed as Candidates.  The 
Catechumens and Candidates will now gather with the 
Catholic community each Sunday at the 10:30 Mass at St. 
Raphael for the first part of the Mass, during which 
together, we hear the Scriptures, respond to them, and 
reflect on the meaning of Godôs Word for us personally and 
as a community through the homily.  After the 
intercessions, the Catechumens and Candidates are 
dismissed and with their catechist continue a process of 
reflection and application of the Word of God proclaimed in 
the Sunday assembly.  In addition to this important time, 
with the help of a sponsor, the Catechumens and 
Candidates are introduced to other members of the parish 
community and take part in parish activities.
